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Abstract

In this study, we predicted college students' leisure activities based on the theory of planned behavior and
expanded the theoretical features by adding prior knowledge. A study was conducted on 200 college students,
and the results showed that attitude, subjective norm, and perceived behavioral control had a positive effect
on behavioral intention, and subjective norm had a positive effect on attitude. Additionally, prior knowledge
had a positive effect on subjective norms, and prior knowledge had no effect on attitude. The theoretical
framework presented in this study has improved the predictive ability of the theory of planned behavior and
can be selectively applied to various leisure activities when explaining college students’ decision—making

process regarding leisure activities.
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
