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Participation in Sports Events on the Formation of Community Attachment and Social
Connectedness:
Focusing on Participants of “The 19th Dallas Korean American National Sports Festival’
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'Hanyang University

Abstract

In order to analyze the effects of immigrants" experience of participation in sports events on the formation of
community attachment and social connectedness, this study conducted a survey targeting total 350
participants of ‘The 19th Dallas Korean American National Sports Festival', and the conclusions of this study
are as follows. First, regarding the participation in events, the group with higher age and more participation
showed the high perception of experience and attachment. In case of participating as a staff, the attachment
to the event was high. Second, in the community attachment, overall, the dependence on region was high
while the intimacy showed differences in accordance with language ability. Regarding the social
connectedness, the group with higher age/income and more participation showed the high social
connectedness. In summary, the community attachment showed insignificant differences in the demographic
characteristics while the social connectedness showed clear generational differences. Third, regarding the
effects of experience of participation in sports events on the formation of community attachment and social
connectedness, all the factors of experience of participation in sports events except for involvement and
dependence on region, had positive(+) effects.
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
